Message from Our Pastor

Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,

Many years ago, I remember talking to a dear friend about a situation that was troubling me. I remember telling him “it feels like all I can do is pray about it”.  His response was something that touched me deeply. “David, praying is the most you can do, put it in God’s hands and trust the Holy Spirit will guide you on what needs to be done”. And just recently at a Clergy retreat on Mackinac Island the guest speaker said pretty much the same thing, how the power of prayer is transforming and powerful in the life of the church.

I have tried to live that way since then.  To be honest, trusting that God will see me through it has been easy at times.  Now we all have struggles and doubts, but once I have walked through those struggles, I have realized that it hasn’t let me down yet. Yes, there have been times when I’ve had to wait for an answer. And there were times when the outcome was totally different than what I had been expecting.  But God, through the Holy Spirit, saw me through it, and for that I give thanks.

The Church is in difficult and challenging times.  Finances and declining attendance, over the years, are two of the biggest issues. We’re not alone in this situation. Many churches are experiencing these challenging times across the nation. I wish I had an answer for how we can fix this problem, but I don’t. I do know where to begin, and that’s with prayer.

With October, church activities are beginning to pick up. As we try new and different things, along with the things we have been doing, I invite you to join me in prayer. On Fridays from 10:00-10:30 a.m., I invite you to join me for a time of prayer in the sanctuary at Zion.  We will be asking for the Holy Spirit to guide Zion, Trinity, and our community around us, down paths of discovery while trusting God’s plan for us in the future. 
We can also pray for anything or anyone you wish. I have placed a prayer box in the Family Life Center at Zion and will soon have one at Trinity.  So please, if you have a prayer request, put it in the Basket.

Finally, in my office in the parsonage, I have a verse printed on a piece of paper hanging on the wall. It’s 1 Chronicles 28:20 and I think it’s fitting for the times we are in, not only in the church but also in our world.  I truly believe we have, as a community of faith, what the world is so desperately seeking today.

‘Be strong and of good courage, and act. Do not be afraid or dismayed; for the Lord God, my God, is with you. God will not fail you or forsake you, until all the work for the service of the house of the Lord is finished’.

May October be filled with the blessings of a beautiful fall season.
