Message from Our Pastor

One of the joys of growing up in the flat farmlands of the eastern upper peninsula was being able to see home from a long way off. I remember as a child riding home from town after dark and, as we approached our neighbors' place, being able to see the light in the kitchen window of our home, though it was nearly a mile away. I recall still how seeing that light made me feel: like I was returning to a place of refuge, a place I could be myself, where I was known and accepted, where I would find nourishment and rest and welcome and reunion - a place where I belonged.

Of course, it wasn't seeing the window that made me feel all that; it was knowing who was in that house. That farmhouse window of my childhood home is gone, the house torn down. But the light in the window remains. I can still see it. I am thankful for the family that made me feel like that, and a family that still does. 

Today, as I look toward the month of November I am reminded of thankfulness, maybe because we look forward to celebrating Thanksgiving Day. While I do look forward to that family celebration around these holidays – all the food, football, visiting relatives, decorations, festive music, and so on – I am also most mindful of my thankfulness for the Church, maybe because November 30 is the first Sunday of Advent (the New Year’s Day for the Church). Maybe I find myself being thankful for the Church because I have been home recovering from surgery on my neck, and the prayers and cards and calls and visits from my church brothers and sisters have been inspiring, comforting, and encouraging (thank you!). 

Yet another reason for my thankfulness is that I have been thinking about church as my home. It is home to a wonderful gathering of people whom I miss when I have to be away. I miss the worship with its ancient words, and symbols, and motions, and prayers, and songs. I miss seeing Jesus there (this is my body, given for you; this is my blood, shed for you...). I miss the abundant smiles, and handshakes, and hugs, and how-are-yas, and conversations. I miss my friends, my brothers and sisters in Christ, the ones walking with canes, or bouncing by in sneakers, or crying their little cries for attention.... I miss seeing Jesus there (for where two or three are gathered...).

And you know, don't you, that no matter who you are, the Church is your home, too. Not only is there a place for you, but, according to Jesus, you belong there (Jesus...cried out, “Let anyone who is thirsty come to me...”).

The light of Christ shines out through the worship and ministries of Zion and Trinity throughout southern Mackinac County. And even if you're a long way off from those church buildings, I bet you can still see their lights. I hope you can, because it’s your home. If you're looking for a place to meet Jesus, a place of refuge, a place to be yourself, a place to find nourishment and rest and welcome and reunion - a place where you belong – then come on home.

  Youth Gathering in Detroit
The ELCA Youth Gathering for high school-age youth (8th thru 12th) takes place every three years and is about faith formation, worship, study, fellowship, service and play. 

It is an opportunity for youth to engage with peers from across the United States and the world who share a common commitment and faith in Christ. The next Gathering will be held July 15-19, 2015, in Detroit, Mich.

The Gathering is a five-day event that begins on a Wednesday evening and ends with a service of communion the following Sunday morning. The opening night sets the stage for the days ahead in which young people may have an encounter with Jesus that energizes their faith and helps them discover their call to serve in the world — locally and globally.

On the days between Wednesday and Sunday, young people rotate through a variety of service learning experiences in the surrounding community. They explore and strengthen their faith by studying God’s word, serving their neighbor, sharing bread and wine in worship, participating in lively faith discussions and broadening their experience of God’s world and diverse communities through travel.
