Zion Lutheran Council Meeting

October 19, 2016

Council Members Present:   Pastor Dave, Karen, Jerry, Lana, Mary, Steve.

Lana called the meeting to order at 6:35.

Pastor Dave opened with devotions and prayer from "Perfecting the Church” written by Martin Luther in 1544.

1.  Pastor's Report:
A.  Charter Cable will be here on October 20 to install new internet service for the church.
B.  NOIZ is going well with 12 kids present at last gathering, including some from Cedarville.  NOIZ will continue to work with Cedarville on scheduling mutual events both at Zion and in Cedarville.
C.  Confirmation is up and running and going well.
D.  Pastor outlined a new communion procedure where the elements of communion will be brought from the back of the church to the altar by the ushers.  We will start this the first Sunday in November on a trial basis.
E.  A Stewardship Committee will be formed soon.  See Pastor, Lorraine, or a Council member if you are interested in serving on the committee.
F.  November 13-15 are the dates for first call Pastors theological education.  Pastor Dave will be attending.
G.  The Bishop will be at Zion for Reformation Sunday (October 30).

2.  Secretary's Report:

3.  Treasurer's Report:
Treasurer's report was discussed and approved.

4.  Old Business:

A.  Pasty sales costs are covered for 400 pasties.  11 volunteers will meet Saturday, October 22, at 9 a.m. to prepare the pasties.  Pasties will be sold at the McDonald's parking lot on Saturday November 12, to hunters heading to camp.  A decision was made to sell pasties only, soup had too many issues.

B.  WELCA report that they have a $500 balance.

C.  The elevator is still not working.  Steve will call Kone elevator to discuss their terms of service and see if they have potential to provide service and maintenance at a reasonable price.  

Next Council Meeting was scheduled for Wednesday, November 16, at 6:30 p.m.

Meeting ended with the LORD'S Prayer at 7:30 p.m.
