Message from Our Pastor

Dear Friends in Christ,

February begins one of the seasons in the church year I cherish the most, Lent. Some might wonder why Lent? It can seem like a dark contemplative time.  A time when we look deeper into our lives as we journey with Christ to the cross. 
It’s a time when people traditionally give something up that they love, which in many cases is some type of food or drink. I think this fine and I am not going to discourage you from doing it.  As a matter of fact, if you can do it, I applaud you! Because for me personally, I usually fall very short and whatever I give up, I pick it back up only a few weeks into Lent.  If I was successful, I am back into full swing whatever I gave up, on Easter when we celebrated the resurrection of our Lord and Savior. 
For myself, Lent isn’t a dark time; it’s a time of quietness and calm.  It’s a time when I slow down and step back from all the noise going on in the world, to ponder and give thanks for what Christ has done for all of us in his teaching, death and resurrection. 

It’s also a time for spiritual growth. For example, what if we took the time to strengthen our prayer lives during Lent, or made the commitment to read through the entire bible in one year? Studies have shown it takes a good two to three weeks to get into the habit of doing something to get your body and mind into the routine of doing it.  Lent is a perfect opportunity to do that. So during Lent I encourage you to find something that helps you strengthen your faith, and find the quiet peace this season gives us.  If you would like some suggestions, I would love to help you find something that suits you.

I also want to encourage you to come to the mid-week Lenten services which we share with our good Methodist sisters and brothers. Services will begin at 7:00 pm and last roughly 30 to 40 minutes. Beginning with Ash Wednesday the 14th of February and lasting till Good Friday on the 30th of March. We will once again rotate back and forth between churches. If driving at night isn’t something you care to do I encourage you to carpool with a friend.

Finally I want to add a big thank-you to all who made the wonderful soups, homemade bread, desserts, help serve, gave donations, and stopped by for a bowl or two at our first soup luncheon this year! It was a wonderful time of fellowship and we are looking forward to the next one on the 14th of February!! So please stop in between 11:30-1:00 for a good food and fellowship, and please bring a friend!!

I look forward to walking with you during this Lenten season as I have every season so far!
