Oh yeah, and there usually is some drinking involved too.  Lost in all of this is the actual man behind the day though, St. Patrick.  Which is too bad because St. Patrick actually has a story worth knowing and celebrating.

Patrick was born in Britain but as a teenager was captured by Irish pirates and sold into slavery in Ireland.  He lived there as a slave for 6 years, during which time he grew in his relationship to God.  He eventually escaped from Ireland and made it back home.  Once there he continued to grow in his faith and further studied Christianity.  He was ordained a priest and even rose to the rank of Bishop.  Then something truly amazing happened. February 19, 2014

Present:  Pastor Jeremy, Dawn Akers, Fred Feleppa, Nicole Garen, Faith Gaubault, Lorraine Graham and Lana Lennington
The meeting opened at 6:40 p.m. with Pastor leading us in devotions reminding us that according to Luther, God doesn’t need our good works, but people do.  In working for others we work for God.  This was followed by a prayer.  
President Faith Gaubault presided over the meeting.
The Secretary Report was approved as presented.
The Treasurer’s Report was approved as presented.  Dawn noted that the garbage removal would be a little off for this month because of ending with one company and starting with another.

Pastor’s Report:
This Saturday a group will be going to the girls’ basketball game between Michigan and Iowa.

Service Sunday for this month will be working at the Hope Chest.

There will be a 3 Lakes Retreat for April 11th & 12th on Personal Gifts and Spiritual Stewardship.  Pastor stated that it would be a helpful retreat for council members.

Old Business:

We are having continuing problems with the electrical system.  The lights outside are not working.  

Linda Wilkins will be gone for the March 11th soup luncheon.  Lana said she would make the calls to organize it this time.

Pastor stated he would like to try some less formal events where church members could socialize.  He suggested going somewhere other than the church to eat and sing hymns. Another suggestion was to gather to watch movies.

It was decided to start with pre-church gatherings in anticipation of the new Faith Five or Growing in Faith Together program.  The fellowship will begin at 10:30 a.m.  Lorraine volunteered to bring the baked goods on March 2nd, after which a sign-up sheet would be provided.
