Message from Our Pastor

Dear Friends in Christ,
 The season of Lent and Easter holds a very special place in my heart. It was in 2002 when I finally answered the call to become a minister. All through Lent that year I participated in the mid-week Lenten services, usually reading scripture or acting in the short drama’s that were used that year. But there was something about doing all those services that got me to reflect even deeper that year, and it was on Good Friday after a very moving service, walking home from church in the warm spring sunlight I felt the strong urge to read all the readings again and so when I got home that’s exactly what I did. That’s when I remember saying to myself “I think God is calling me to be a pastor, I wanted to call someone and talk to them about this feeling I was feeling. Catherine was working so I called my mother who promptly told me “David that sounds like the Holy Spirit, you need to call Pastor!”.  Then she did something she never did before or has done since, she hung up on me! I called pastor and after five hours talking with him, I found myself in a white robe on Easter Sunday with the announcement that I wanted to become a pastor. It’s been an interesting 14-year journey, but one that is well worth it.

As children of God we are all called to some form of ministry, from being a pastor to welcoming people coming into to church on Sunday morning or even before Sunday morning services in our daily lives during the week. Martin Luther believed no matter what vocation you are in you can proclaim the Good News of Jesus Christ by the work you do and the words you say. I encourage you, on the rest of our Lenten journey, to reflect on what Christ has done for you when he went to the cross shedding his precious blood and giving all the gift of grace and the freedom to live out our lives proclaiming that Good News to all who long to hear it. And if there is fear in doing that, it’s ok. All you have to do is plant the seed, which could be as small as a mustered seed, and let the Holy Spirit do the rest!

May the rest of your Lenten Journey be a reflective and moving experience, with Word and song, and may the celebration of the resurrection of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ on Easter be joyous!
