The Treasurer’s Report was accepted.  Lana explained various items.  The Budget was passed.
Elections

Church Council:  Stevan and Mary are going off the council.  There was discussion on if we should keep 7 members or reduce the number to 5.  Sarah Doran and Lana Lennington said they would go on the council and Sandy said she would take Emma’s place when Emma has sports.  There was agreement that the Council would remain at 7 members but that number might be re-evaluated pending the outcome of the Holy Experiment process.
