Message from Our Pastor

Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ,

Alleluia! Christ is risen!

Christ is risen indeed. Alleluia!

I love hearing this proclamation of the good news. It warms my heart and gives me hope. It also brings back good memories because it was the first proclamation of the good news I proclaimed on my journey in ministry! The story goes like this, it was on Good Friday of 2002. I felt the call to ministry, and after a very long discussion with my Pastor that afternoon, three days later on Easter morning I found myself in a white robe shouting out to my home congregation those beautiful words! 

This month at Zion and Trinity, the celebration of the resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ drowns out everything else. As well it should. Not only does the resurrection of Christ prove that his sacrifice on Good Friday was accepted by God the Father, but it demonstrates the power Jesus has over death. No longer do people need to live in fear that they will cease to exist at the moment of death. 

The resurrection of Christ shows that there is life after death. As Christians we believe that, because in baptism we have been connected to Christ in his death, we will be connected to him in his resurrection (Romans 6:3-5). We believe that what happened to Jesus is happening and will happen to us. The message of the cross and empty tomb has always been the most important message anyone could ever hear.

 But especially in these times of doubt, of hopelessness and of unprecedented worry and angst, the message of Jesus’ resurrection needs… NEEDS to be heard! Just as the resurrection of Christ drowns out everything else we are doing as a church in the month of April, as Christians it should drown out everything else when we tell others what we believe and the hope that we have. God’s richest blessings to you as you celebrate the defeat of death and the guarantee of salvation: the resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ!
