EUP Lutheran Holy Experiment Meeting
March 12, 2019

(Thanks to Keith Khrahnke, Council Pres., Bethel Lutheran, Cedarville, for these notes. I slightly edited them for newsletter use. – Matt Lamb)

The meeting in Newberry to discuss the ‘Holy Experiment’ took place [Tuesday, March 12] and here are just a few brief notes for your reference: 

-          15 people were in attendance, including the Bishop, her assistant, the three pastors (Lamb, Tielbar, Daiker), Pastor Melinda (Newberry), three Faith (Soo) members (one of whom was Pastor Paul Raappana), three Bethel members, and three from St. James (Rudyard).  Beyond the pastors, no one from St. Ignace, Allenville, or Brevort attended.

 

-          The meeting ran from about 11:15 a.m. to approximately 3:10 p.m., during which the Bishop, her assistant (Rev. Jim Duehring), and Pastor Matt Lamb moderated various discussions about the realities facing rural churches, the challenges of both survival and of fulfilling the church’s mission, a wide variety of options for maintaining the ELCA’s presence in the EUP which spent a lot of time on the role of lay leaders at the local level, and options for pulpit/worship/pastoral care available to congregations.

-          Information about the concept of geographical parishes was disseminated and discussed.  In fact, the Bishop’s assistant provided an information sheet about geographical parishes.  While I don’t have the Northern Great Lakes Synod version of the fact sheet, here is a link to the exact same information from the Northeast Iowa Synod.  Change that title and the contact info on page two, and it is the exact same information: http://www.neiasynod.org/wp-content/uploads/2014/02/GeoParish-flier-2-17.pdf
 -          The only real decision, if you will, was to agree to further explore the concept of geographical parishes.  To that end, another meeting is scheduled for Sunday, April 28that 2:00 p.m. at St. James in Rudyard.  The goal is to get as many council members and any other interested congregation members assembled as possible to continue the discussion.

 

-          Beyond scheduling that meeting, the other topics to be further discussed are: 

-  training lay leaders and pulpit supply, 

-  possibly doing a vitality survey, and 

-  having each church clarify their mission.
