Letter from the Council
May 21, 2018

Dear Zion Congregational Members.

In a recent newsletter to member churches of the Northern Great Lakes Synod, Bishop Finnegan talked about the challenges facing many churches today.  She talked about increased anxiety about paying church bills, decline in worship attendance, fewer youth and smaller Sunday Schools, fewer new members, and for some a fear of closing if not soon then in a few years. 

On May 16, Zion Church Council met, and we talked about how Zion is facing some of the same issues and challenges that the Bishop highlighted, and that we as a congregation need to address them a bit more actively.  So far we have largely met our bills and responsibilities, but we are slipping towards a negative balance in the Church Budget in spite of fund raisers such as pasty sales, soup luncheons, and craft fairs. Our membership has been declining. The Council has been concerned about these trends for some time, and we want to more fully inform all of you, and together as a Congregation come up with some potential solutions to these challenges.

So how do we do this?   The first and most obvious way is to add to our church membership so there are more people to help shoulder church obligations.  Ask people you know to come and see what our church offers. Tell people with kids about our Sunday School, Confirmation, and NOIZ group, and invite them to check it out.  If you are able, increase your weekly giving or offer a one time financial gift or a service gift. 

"If one member suffers, all suffer together with it, if one member is honored, all rejoice with it!"  1 Corinthians 12, v. 26.

A second way is to offer more choice in church service times to those who might attend.  To that end, Church Council decided that for 3 Saturdays starting July 7, Zion will be offering a Saturday night service at 6 pm for those unable to attend Sunday Service. There will be more to come on this.

A third way is to reduce costs where we can.  Recently we installed new LED lights downstairs and it resulted in some nice savings in energy costs.  Zion is offering a chance to "buy an LED light bulb for upstairs” to further help reduce energy costs in the Church.  There is a sign up sheet in the Family Life area in the Church if you wish to participate in this.

The Council will keep attention on these matters over the next month.  

At our next Council meeting on June 13, we will discuss and decide if we need to call a full congregational meeting in July to discuss and decide as a congregation what additional steps might be necessary.  We will keep you informed, and please, please, discuss any membership, fund raising, or cost cutting ideas you may have with Pastor, or any Council Member (Dena Barker, Mary Christiansen, Tammy Shepard, Bob Marshall, Carol Elmblad, Emma Feleppa, or Steve Christiansen).  

Remember, we are not alone in this.  Please include these challenges in your prayers and thoughts and potential solutions may become evident to you.
