Message from our pastor
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

As we begin the month of August, there are two major aspects of being a community of faith that both Zion and Trinity will be really focusing on. Stewardship and Mission. Both are one in the same, without one you don’t have the other. 

At Zion the focus will be the difficult situation we find ourselves finically. The Church Council and Endowment Committee have been working hard to address this situation, and we will be having a very important congregational meeting on the 5th of August after Church, where we can all sit down and discuss the situation, so please I really encourage you to attend this meeting, we are in this thing together. We will also begin work with a Synod project looking at church vitality, and how we create new energy with in our community of faith. You will see more about this in the weeks to come, so keep an eye out for something extra in the bulletin.

At Trinity we will begin to work with the Partners of Sacred Places, which is a foundation that is focusing on preserving and restoring churches with Nordic Heritage. But the exciting thing about this project is the education in stewardship and mission that comes along with the grant money that we could possibly receive. 

During a recent training Jerri Rose and I attended for the Partners of Sacred Places program, we were asked 3 questions that I think both congregations need to look at and think about as we navigate our current journeys in Stewardship and Mission.  

Who we are: What impact do we have on our communities? Not only do we as individuals have our own personal identities as children of God, the same goes for our churches. What is our identity? Does that identity come quick to mind, or do we have to think about? It’s ok to have to think about it, because by thinking about it together, through prayer and the work of the Holy Spirit we will begin to see the plan God has called us to do.

What we have:  What are the gifts we have to share with the community around us? We all have gifts from monetary, time, the personal gifts God has given to each and every one of us, and the gift of the wonderful worship spaces both Zion and Trinity have to offer to the communities we belong in. How are we good stewards of all these gifts we have? How can use these gifts in the mission God has called us to do through our baptisms?

What we do: Now what is it that we do in our communities? Are there old things that need a tune-up? Or maybe we should let them go and look for something new? Mission is an ever changing and thing, what worked 10-20 years ago, might not today, so together we need to sit down and figure out how can we be good stewards with the gifts God has given us it this ever-changing world for the church, to love and serve our neighbors and each other? How do we go from worrying about the bills, (now don’t get me wrong, paying the bills is a very important aspect of mission) to doing what we are called to do as a community of faith?

This is a lot to take in and think about, so I’m going to stop right here for now, but I know we will be talking about it more in the days and months ahead.  God has a plan for us, we just need to pray, talk to each other, and trust the Holy Spirit to guide us there.

July 18, 2018
Council Members Present:   Pastor Dave, Mary, Steve, Bob, Tammy, and Dawn

Steve called the meeting to order at 6:50 p.m.

Pastor opened with devotions and prayer.

Old Business:
A.   Pastor's Report: 

1.  Vacation Bible School will be here at Zion, assisted by the Methodists, starting Sunday August 5 thru Wednesday August 8.  Times are 6-8 p.m. each day.  Planning meeting scheduled for July 19.  We will need help.

2.    Saturday Evening Services were held the first 2 Saturdays in July with 10 attending the first night and 0 the second night.   Saturday Services are scheduled for July 21 and 28 at 6:30 p.m.

B. Treasurer's Report:
1.  Dawn presented the Treasurer's report and we are still badly in need of increased revenue.  Pastor received only half a check again last payday, we are behind on payments for his social security and we have not paid anything toward our 2018 commitment of $3,000 to the Synod.  Our weekly giving is averaging $600 to $700 and is not sufficient to meet expenses for the short or long term.

2.  After discussion we decided to start the process of using some of the Mission Endowment Fund to catch up on shortfalls and augment our budget to meet future needs.  There is a clause in the Endowment Bylaws that would allow this with Congregational review and approval by 2/3 majority of the Congregation.  Council will develop a proposal and present it for discussion and decision at a full congregational meeting scheduled for Sunday August 5 immediately following the service.
3.   Steve will contact the Mission Endowment Committee to request their review and recommendation on this issue.

C.  Secretary's Report:  
1.  No report was available for review.

New Business:
A.  Council discussed a stewardship drive this fall and will contact the Stewardship Committee (Mark Elmblad and Lana Lennington) to develop a proposal.  Council will invite them to our next Council Meeting on Monday August 13, to discuss.

B.   Next Church Council Meeting:  August 13, 2018

Meeting was adjourned at 7:40 p.m. following the Lord’s Prayer.
