Message from Our Pastor

Greetings from your interim pastor!

Hi, my name is Matt Lamb. Because Pastor Jeremy Winter has been called to another parish, I will be serving as the administrative interim pastor of Zion, St. Ignace, and Trinity, Brevort, until another full-time pastor is called to your parish. My job is to help you keep the ministries of your parish running well in this interim time, and to work with you through the process of calling a new pastor.

Because I also serve full-time as pastor of St. James Lutheran, Rudyard, I will be calling on many different people to step into leadership positions in your parish. You will hear a few different people in the pulpit and presiding over communion each week, but we will try to keep the number low so that we can maintain a sense of continuity in worship leadership. Other people (perhaps you!) will be called on to lead or support the other ministries of the church like education, confirmation, and hospitality ministries. If there is a specific ministry role in which you are interested, please contact me, Lorraine, or a church council member. 

I will be covering all special pastoral needs, including baptisms, weddings, funerals, and pastoral care visits to shut-ins. (The frequency of my visits to shut-ins may be less than Pastor Winter was able to do, so, therefore, if you have time to stop in and visit these people, please do!) if you or someone you know has a need to see me about these things, please let me know!

I am looking forward to serving as your administrative interim pastor over these next few months! I will enjoy getting reacquainted with many of you and meeting some of you for the first time. The process of calling a new pastor can be very hopeful and full of possibilities, and I am excited about what this holds for Zion and Trinity! I am confident God will bless this in-between-pastors-time, and bless you with a new full-time partner in ministry at the right time! In addition to the work we will be doing locally toward calling a new pastor, we will also receive support and guidance from our synod in the form of our assigned staff person, the Assistant to the Bishop, Pastor Katherine Finegan. Also, it will be from the Synod that we will receive names of potential candidates to be your new pastor.

I thank God for the ministry of Pastor Jeremy Winter and, like many of you, I will miss him! He was a fine colleague and, from all I have observed and heard, he was a fine pastor and friend to you. Please remember to keep him and Liz in your prayers as they start their new ministry in Perry, Iowa.
