According to data from the book The Inviting Church, church visitors came from the following reasons;

2% by Advertisement

6% by the Pastoral Invitation

6% by organized evangelism campaign

86% by invitation from friends or relatives
86%, that is huge number.   That is you out in the community inviting others to be a part of what we are.  So I challenge you to be out there inviting others to church.  It really is not that hard, all it takes is a simple question.  Would you like to come to church on Sunday?  We don’t need to question why they don’t go.  We don’t need to try and guilt them into coming.  We don’t need to come up with some grand scheme to convince them to come.   It doesn’t matter if they have never been in church or have just not been for a little while.  All it takes is an initiation.  So invite someone, give it a try, and maybe they just might come.
